COACHING STAFF - After returning a staff intact a year ago the Ducks welcome two new
full-time assistants to the staff in 2005. The change marks the first time in Head Coach Mike
Bellotti’s tenure that two new faces join at the beginning of a season. Offensive Coordinator
Gary Crowton takes over for the departed Andy Ludwig after spending the previous four
seasons as the head coach at BYU. Former Oregon defensive lineman Michael Gray returns
to his alma mater as the Ducks’ defensive line coach following two seasons at Kentucky and
six seasons at Oregon State. These additions prompt other changes within the staff as 26-
year Oregon veteran Neal Zoumboukos switches from the offensive line to take over as the
Ducks’ tight ends coach while Steve Greatwood moves from the defensive line to coach
Oregon’s offensive linemen.
THE OFFENSE - Coach Crowton will bring a new look to the Duck offense as Oregon will
utilize both a tight end and an H-Back. Senior Tim Day will move from his tight end position
and enters fall as Oregon’s starting H-Back while junior Dante Rosario enters fall as the
Ducks’ starting tight end after starting 11 games at fullback in 2004.
COACH CROWTON ON THE OFFENSE - “Our primary philosphy with the offense this
season will be to spread things out in order to create more scoring opportunities.”
OTHER POSITION CHANGES - Junior kicker Paul Martinez will be given a chance to win
Oregon’s placekicking chores after serving as the team’s primary punter two years ago.
Martinez averaged 37.0 yards per punt in 2003 before losing the job in 2004. Junior Chirs
Vincent will also make a switch, moving from tailback to linebacker. Martinez concluded spring
drills by kicking successful field goals from 32 and 37 yards, respectively in the spring game
while Vincent accounted for three tackles.

Not only does 11th-year Oregon coach Mike Bellotti resume his role as the longest-tenured
football mentor in the conference, he stands as one of its most successful. Surpassed only by
USC in overall wins in the Pacific-10 Conference during his Oregon tenure (80-40), he is close
to joining an elite collection of former conference coaches who have won 50 or more league
games during their illustrious careers in the Pac-10. Only 12 conference coaches have achieved
that pinnacle as he is tied for 13th on the Pac-10’s all-time list of league coaching victories (49-
31) with Mike Price (Washington State, 1989-2002) and Lon Stiner (Oregon State, 1933-48).
He is 15th on the league’s career winning percentage list in Pac-10 games (.615).
APPROACHING THE LEAGUE’S BEST: Bellotti is only six Pac-10 wins shy of breaking
into the top 10 in all-time conference victories, only four former mentors were able to post
more triumphs than Bellotti’s 49 league wins in their first 10 years in the Pac-10. USC’s John
Robinson (56, 1976-82, 1993-95), Washington’s Don James (54, 1975-84), UCLA’s Terry
Donahue (52, 1976-85) and Larry Smith (51, 1980-89) of Arizona/USC are the only Pac-10
head coaches to ever enjoy more success during the same span.
APPROACHING OREGON’S BEST:  While only  Hugo Bezdek (.727%—1906, 1913-17) has
accumulated a better winning percentage than Mike Bellotti’s .667 percent (80-40) among his
peers who have coached the Ducks a minimum of three seasons, he is close to becoming the
second-winningest football coach in the history of the University of Oregon. His 80 overall
victories in Eugene trails Rich Brooks’ 91 wins (1977-94) and Len Casanova’s 82 triumphs
(1951-66). Furthermore, Oregon’s 11th-year head coach became the school’s first to reach
80 wins in less than 16 seasons.

Snyder was later joined by wide receiver Marcus Maxwell, who was selected Sunday by
the Detroit Lions with the ninth choice in the seventh round. Snyder becomes the Ducks’ first
offensive lineman chosen in the draft in eight years (Paul Wiggins in 1997) after concluding his
collegiate career as Oregon’s first Morris Trophy recipient on offense (awarded to the Pac-
10’s top offensive and defensive linemen).
